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Academic Standing, consisting of good standing and several other levels, is assigned to students at the end of each session. Movement between
levels is based on progress, measured by proportion of load passed (undergraduate), or cumulative number of failures (postgraduate). Continued
poor progress can lead to suspension (one year with automatic readmission) or exclusion (two years without automatic readmission).
